Function

Writing across the curriculum

Purpose

In their geography classes, students are preparing exhibits for World Traveler’s Day. Projects must include three items: 1) a poster, 2) a map, and 3) a 3-D model. Posters will contain geographical and cultural information about the country. The 3-D model could be of a building or a natural structure. As the language arts teacher, I want to provide an online resource to help my students with the writing that they might use in their projects. My class consists of a mix of NS and NNS 7th grade students. For the NS students, I hope the online lesson will build awareness about certain language and grammar points, so that they will take care with the publishing aspect of their projects. For the NNS students I want to provide examples of vocabulary and well-written text that they might find useful in creating and/or checking the texts (labels) for their projects. The exercises will provide both groups practice of the chosen vocabulary and structures.

Vocabulary for countries, nationalities and languages

Form of be + past participle used in passive voice

Length of the Lesson

The lesson would be posted about two weeks prior to World Traveler’s Day.

They would have one week to complete the lesson and summit their paragraphs (see evaluation plan below). 

Evaluation Plan

1) an interactive multiple choice quiz 

2) a paragraph summarizing important geographical and cultural information about the country
