Lesson Plan for Teaching the Theme of “Education”

Target: This is for advanced ESL students who are learning in a reading/writing class.  The class also focuses on grammar.  There are 15 students from Japan, Taiwan, and Korea in the class.  

Goal: Students will understand the meaning of education in the United States.  

Language aim: Gerund

Strategy aim: Summarizing

Objectives: 

1. Students will discuss their opinion about education.  

2. Students will read and comment the article “Shopping for an Education.”  

3. Students will work on grammar exercise on the website.  

4. Students will write a paragraph summary of “Shopping for an Education.”  

Day 1: 

1. Pre-activity

· Ask students to form a pair.  

· Ask students to discuss:

· Tell your partner your story about “a good learning experience.”

· What are the differences between American education and education in your country?  

· In your opinion, do you think getting good grades is important? Why/Why not? 

2. Homework

· Ask students to complete vocabulary exercise (#1) and read “Shopping for an Education” (#2) on the website, http://www.geocities.jp/project_hawaii/Summarizing
Day 2: 

1. Opening

· Ask students whether the vocabulary was clear to them.  

2. Discussion 

· Ask students to form a group of 3.  

· Ask students to discuss the article:

· What are three criteria for choosing college education?  

· What are good ways to find the content of the courses?

· What are good ways to find the teachers of the courses? 

· According to the article, does “the teacher is an easy grader” means s/he is a good teacher? 

· Does the article say getting good grader is important? Why/Why not?

· Do you agree with the article? Why/Why not? 

· In your opinion, do you thing getting good grades is important? Why/Why not?  

3. Follow-up Activity

· Form a semi-circle.  

· Discuss within a classroom.  

· Ask students what they think about the article.  (Agree or Disagree) It would be possible to have debate.  

4. Lecture on gerund

· Give a small lecture on gerund (-ing).

5. Lecture on Summarizing 

· Give a small lecture on summarizing.

6. Homework

· Complete the grammar exercise (#4) of the website, http://www.geocities.jp/project_hawaii/Summarizing
· Write an informative summary of “Shopping for an Education” and send me e-mail.
